
5.3 Grouping data
For large data, the frequency distribution table will be too long. 
Example: marks height of students in your class.
For a high school student, height may vary from 120cm to 150 cm. If we are creating a frequency distribution table with this data, table will be too long. there will be around  30 entries or 30 rows.

For convenience, we group the observations like 120cm - 125cm, 125-130, 130-135, 135-140, 140-145, 145-150.
Thus the size of table is reduced. This type of frequency distribution is called grouped frequency distribution.
